| General Quarterly Report

The Metropolis Secretariat General organised two days of 
reflection on the association’s strategy for the future. The 
event brought together 64 people from 16 member and co-
llaborating organisations.
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This event was held with the current situa-
tion in mind, marked by various commit-
ments on an international level, namely the 
Sustainable Development Goals for 2030 
and the New Urban Agenda, which will have 
a clear impact on the local governments 
that are members of the association. In 
addition to these commitments, it must be 
noted that new dynamics are emerging in 
the international ecosystem of networks of 
local governments, which are reconfiguring 
the relationships among all of their players.
With several different group activities pro-
posed by consultancy firm D’Aleph, the par-

ticipants reflected on the main challenges 
facing Metropolis and the best ways to 
tackle them, such as gender mainstreaming 
in all areas of the association.
 
On the first day, the participants reflected 
on the mission and vision of the association, 
discussing the main challenges currently fa-
cing urban governance and how Metropolis 
can support its members in tackling them. 
Simultaneously, at the same venue, a Me-
tropolis Women workshop was organized 
to introduce the gender perspective in mo-
bility policies, and provided the association

5-6 July  Barcelona 
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The second day of reflection was set asi-
de to discuss the four areas Metropolis 
focuses on: sharing knowledge, training, 
policy transfer and advocacy. The par-
ticipants broke into smaller groups to 
discuss to what extent the actions the 
association carries out are aligned with 

its mission and vision, as discussed the 
previous day. Afterwards, time was set 
aside for proposals to improve the asso-
ciation’s most relevant issues and reflect 
on how to implement them over the co-
ming years.

•	 To promote gender mainstreaming throughout Metropolis (agenda, strategies, 
procedures, activities, etc.)

•	 To identify and share experiences among cities, as well as carrying out joint projects 
to generate and grow cities’ knowledge regarding gender.

•	 To position Metropolis as a global benchmark in gender-related issues for local 
policy, in line with the association’s agenda.

The result of these days of reflection and debate have been compiled in a 
report featuring the contributions of the participants and the main conclu-
sions reached in order to enrich the meeting of the Board of Directions that 
will be held in Bogotá in October.  
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Mobility and sustainability 
from a gender perspective 
in metropolitan areas

In order to spark debate within Metropolis on key issues for metropolitan area – social 
sustainability and mobility that includes all citizens – Metropolis organised a workshop 
entitled “Mobility and sustainability from a gender perspective in metropolitan areas”, 
which took place in Barcelona. 

The first part of the workshop featured 
two presentations, from Seoul and from 
Barcelona, on the importance of incorpo-
rating a gender perspective into mobility 
and sustainability policies in our metropo-
lises.

The second part of the workshop was ba-
sed on dynamic sessions, during which the 
participants agreed that it is necessary to 
foster sustainable mobility in our cities, 
meeting the needs and interests of all the 
citizens. To do so, it is important to im-
plement an integrated travel system with 
rates according to the profile and econo-
mic power of different groups (economic 
accessibility). Likewise, the importance of 
intermunicipal work and multilevel colla-

boration (municipal governments with su-
pramunicipal governments) was highligh-
ted as a way to share visions and agendas 
that help foster sustainable mobility that is 
accessible to all, and deprioritises motori-
sed private transport options. Furthermo-
re, a key issue brought up by many cities is 
the need to put a stop to sexual and other 
types of harassment on public transport 
and in public spaces. To do so, we will all 
have to work together.

The participants also asked Metropolis to 
offer and promote a place to share expe-
riences and good practices in terms of mo-
bility and social sustainability with gender 
perspective in the cities.

The event, which featured representatives of Metropolis member cities,  
eight cities in the Barcelona Metropolitan Area (AMB) and some of the co-
llaborating organisations, was a great opportunity to forge synergies and 
generate interdisciplinary debate on mobility and sustainability from a 
gender perspective in metropolitan areas, as well as possible projects for  
Metropolis and the cities themselves to implement.

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Metropolis connects with 2500 
city stakeholders

10-14 July  Singapore  

The World Cities Summit (WCS) in Singapore 
is one of the largest gatherings of city stake-
holders from all over the world, including city 
leaders, mayors, city managers, academics, 
practitioners and private organizations. 

This year, the biannual WCS focused on livea-
ble and sustainable cities with Innovation at 
the forefront of the urban communities. Over 
125 mayors and city leaders representing cities 
from 63 countries and regions from around 
the world gathered at the summit, to discuss 
the global challenges for the cities and explo-
re opportunities for governments, civil society 
and private sector organisations  to work to-
gether in solving the current and future pro-
blems of cities. 

The WCS 2016 was jointly organized by Singa-
pore’s Centre for Liveable Cities and Urban Re-
development Authority. Since the first edition 
of WCS, in 2010, Metropolis has been one of 
its institutional partners . Over 25 Metropolis 
members and partner institutions attended 
the WCS 2016. The association was represen-
ted by a large delegation of member from Asia, 
as well as by Ms Agnes Bickart, manager from 
the Secretariat General, and Mr Sunil Subey, 
Metropolis Senior Advisor.  The latter was an 
invited speaker for a session on Mega Cities 
and participant in Urban Innovation and Go-
vernance sessions.

MeTTA General Assembly

12 July  Singapore

During the establishment of the Metropolis 
International Training Institute (MITI) in Seoul, 
the former Metropolis Secretary General Mr 
LeSaux and Senior Advisor Mr Dubey initia-
ted the dialogue of Megacities with the Seoul 
Institute. In July 2014, the Megacity Think Tank 
Alliance (MeTTA) was formally established with 
Metropolis as one of the founding members of 
this alliance. MeTTA aims to provide solutions 
to problems a megacity might face and sub-
sequently to improve the quality of life of its 
citizens. As a founding member of MeTTA, Me-
tropolis brings network of cities to this forum 
and shares the common knowledge platforms 
to collaborate in addressing the challenges of 
megacities.

On the sidelines of the World Cities Summit 
in Singapore held in Singapore on July 12,  the 
third MeTTa General Assembly took place and 

all its founding members and partners dis-
cussed the current challenges of Megacities 
of Asia and proposed activities of the allian-
ce. The general assembly took the note of the 
current demands of megacities of the region 
and the effectiveness of MeTTa in establishing 
a collaboration platform where members can 
exchanges their knowledge and experiences in 
more effective way.

In addition to the third general assembly, the 
MeTTA organised a forum on mobility - Me-
gacity Mobility Systems and Solutions, where 
peers and participants had an opportunity to 
share the best practices on megacity mobility 
systems.  The forum was also aimed to provide 
city planners and policymakers innovative mo-
bility solutions to achieve the optimal balance 
between efficient space use, equitable social 
design, and environmental benefits.

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Training on e-Governance

5-13  July    Seoul

The Seoul Human Resource Development 
Center (SHRDC) successfully concluded a one 
week Metropolis Training program on e-Go-
vernment. Participants from eight Metropolis 
member cities – Guangzhou, Shanghai, Jakarta, 
Hanoi, Shiraz, Taipei, Quito, and Medellin - at-
tended the program from July 5 to 13, 2016.
All attendees shared Seoul’s best cases such as 
late night buses called ‘Owl Bus’ strategically 
tapped into Big Data as well as the main e-Go-
vernance services and infrastructures.

Furthermore, they had a meaningful oppor-
tunity to discuss and understand attendees’ 
relating cases by delivering their presentation, 
such as Jakarta Smart City Portal, Quito’s im-
provement of electronic payment for servi-
ces, the E-Certification and License Project of 

Guangzhou, the Hanoi Smart City project, the 
key strategies of the e-government initiatives 
of Medellín, the Shanghai economic and In-
formation Technology Commission purposes, 
the Shiraz ICT Master Plan and different ele-
ments of project implementation in Taipei City, 
among others.

In addition, SHRDC provided them with site vi-
sits regarding Seoul’s e-Government projects 
and major e-Government related institutions 
such as S-PLEX center, which is a multicomplex 
for IT, digital media and cultural content and 
the Korea Local Information Research and De-
velopment Institute (KLID) to know more about 
the infrastructure for e-Government and to ex-
pand relevant knowledge.

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Training on Urban Innovation

18 - 19 July  Beijing

The Metropolis Regional Secretariat for 
Asia-Pacific (Guangzhou), in partnership with 
the Chinese People Association for Friendship 
with Foreign Countries (CPAFFC), organized 
a capacity building workshop in Beijing for 
Chinese cities to engage in an active learning 
environment, focused on urban innovation. 
Conducted by Mr Nicholas You, veteran urban 
specialist and thought leader, and Mr Sunil Du-
bey, Metropolis Senior Advisor, the workshop 
demonstrated how the creation of urban en-
vironments where innovation and technology 
based solutions can flourish leads to the bene-
fit of local communities. 

Among the participants, the workshop coun-
ted on the presence of representatives from 
Beijing, Guangzhou and other 20 Metropolis 
members from China and beyond, as well as 
other local governments and private sector 
partners.

Participants brought their challenging case 
studies to the workshop, and individual cities 
worked with each other in identifying key obs-
tacles of implementing innovative solutions. 
The participants were encouraged to develop 
a conceptual framework where innovative

ideas can be transferred to other cities and 
urban communities through simple exchange 
platforms. 

The Beijing metro was an emblematic case 
discussed during the workshop: carrying over 
10 million people on a daily basis, this trans-
portation system requires infrastructure and 
facilities to cater a population that is greater 
than the total number of inhabitants of Swe-
den, Hungary or Austria. It is a very complex 
and intricate system of urban management, 
whose challenges cannot be solved by histori-
cal and traditional methods of planning, mana-
gement and investment, and need innovative, 
interesting and inviting ways of thinking about 
our cities.

Mr Song Jingwu, Vice President of CPAFFC, 
summarised the workshop: “The technological 
based innovation has been an essential part 
of our recent urban history. We want to enrich 
this experience for all urban communities in 
the world by connecting people to people. But 
we want to achieve the next level of innovation 
in our cities; innovation for opening new ideas 
and using technology as enabler, not the sole 
reason for innovation”.

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Participation at the 2nd Asian 
Women’s Network forum

1  September Seoul

The Seoul Foundation of Women and Family 
held the 2nd Asian Women’s Network Forum 
entitled “Building safe and inclusive cities for 
women” on 1 September. This event was orga-
nised in order to analyse Sustainable Develo-
pment Goal 11 – to make cities inclusive, safe, 
resilient and sustainable – and featured Presi-
dent of Metropolis Women Laura Pérez Cas-
taño speaking in the second session: Building 
safe cities out of violence. Pérez began her 
speech by stressing the right to the city and hi-
ghlighting usability as a fundamental element 
of cities and metropolitan areas. She then tur-
ned to the threefold role of local government 
in eradicating urban violence in our cities:

•	 Decreasing sexual violence and harass-
ment against women and girls in public 
spaces, by implementing legislation, local 
ordinances and policies to raise aware-
ness and bring about cultural change in 
coordination with different stakeholders 
of civil society and feminist organisations.

•	 Decreasing the feeling of insecurity among 
women and girls, in two main areas: Mobi-
lity and Urban planning.

•	 Establishing solid international agree-
ments as a key strategy for more efficient, 
sustainable public policies to prevent, re-
duce and eradicate all types of violence 
against women and girls in public spaces.

The 2nd Asian Women’s Network Forum came 
to a close with the guest cities from Asia and 
the President of Metropolis Women signing 
the Recommendations of the 2nd Asian Wo-
men’s Network Forum “Building safe and inclu-
sive cities for women”.

Work on these recommendations began at 
the debate session entitled “Asian Dialogue” 
held on 31 August, where Laura Pérez coinci-
ded with some representatives of the Huairou 
Commission, which helped organise the Habi-
tat III Gender Assembly Day along with Metro-
polis and other organisations.

The aim is for these recommendations to be in-
corporated into the New Urban Agenda, which 
will be made official at the Habitat III Conferen-
ce. Click here to see the recommendations.
Additionally, the Metropolis Women Presiden-
cy took advantage of their time in Seoul to 
meet with Mr Ahn Joon Ho, president of the 
SHRDC, which serves as the headquarters of 
the Metropolis training programme. At this 
meeting, they requested that gender mains-
treaming be included in all training program-
mes in 2017, which is one of the main goals of 
the new Metropolis Women workplan.

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Debate on Shared International 
Strategies

8 July  Barcelona

On 8 July, representatives of the 7 members 
of Metropolis, plus other metropolitan regions 
from around the world, debated internatio-
nalisation strategies implemented by large 
metropolises in the face of the current global 
dynamic and national contexts.

This debate was held as part of the “Metropoli-
tan areas international strategies” conference 
organised by the Barcelona Metropolitan Area, 
the Euro-latin American alliance of coopera-
tion between cities AL-LAS and the Barcelona 
Institute of International Studies in collabora-
tion with the European Union and the Govern-
ment of Mexico City.

Metropolis Executive Director Octavi de la Var-
ga was also at the conference, moderating the 
debate that also further laid the groundwork 
for Habitat III. During the debate, participants 
exchanged experiences in establishing priority 
focal points for linking their cities with the out-
side world and the steps they are taking to put 
them in motion; as well as strategies to inte-
grate various stakeholders in setting the city’s 
international agenda and accountability.

7 - 9  September  Montréal

The city of Montreal hosted the GSEF 2016 Glo-
bal Social Economy Forum, bringing together 
330 leading city representatives from 30 coun-
tries across the world and featuring significant 
representation from international organiza-
tions.

Metropolis, a member of this edition’s Hono-
rary Committee, was present, moderating two 
round tables led by the Association’s Executive 
Director, Octavi de La Varga.

Secretary General Felip Roca, together with 
other GSEF city networks, closed the event 
with a clear message: “Major metropolises are 
forums of opportunities and development as 
well as the most visible face of inequality. This 
is precisely the reason why the link between 
local governments and the social economy can 

be the guarantee of citizen wellbeing. All of this 
makes cities the ideal place to develop the so-
cial economy and deliver a greater impact”.

The C.I.T.I.E.S. network was another outcome 
of the forum. Metropolis will endeavor to ini-
tiate collaborations in this network, focused on 
the social and solidarity economy (SSE), which 
held its first meeting in Montreal as part of the 
GSFEF event. The idea is to create synergies 
with other local government networks and or-
ganized civil society to facilitate the outreach 
of SSE initiatives, promoting the exchange of 
knowledge and the adaptation of good practi-
ces at the international level. The organization 
is based in Montreal in partnership with Seoul.
The next GSEF event will take place in 2018 in 
Bilbao, Spain.

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Sustainable Airport Areas Initiative, 2nd Workshop
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Second workshop on Sustainable 
Airport Areas

20 -  September  Atlanta

The Sustainable Airport Area initiative held 
its second workshop in Atlanta, USA – almost 
one year after the October 2015 Paris works-
hop. Representatives from six international 
airports participated in the workshop: Atlanta, 
Paris-CDG, Beijing, Dakar, Vantaa, Barcelona, 
as well as international experts, consultants 
and scholars from Paris, Atlanta, Hong-Kong 
and Vancouver. In total, twenty-five high-level 
professionals attended the workshop.

During the 2015 Paris workshop, the partici-
pants had identified 10 key thematic challen-
ges facing the sustainable planning and deve-
lopment of airport areas. 

The main objective of the 2016 workshop was 
to identify and share good practices related to 
these 10 key challenges. Participants were in-
vited to split up in thematic work groups, each 
tackling one of the key challenges. This work 
method allowed for the collective identifica-
tion of a number of good practices developed 
by international airport areas on various fields 
such as mobility and accessibility, urban plan-
ning and development, governance and com-
petitiveness.

The workshop program also included a visit 
to the Georgia Resource Center - a world-re-
nowned resource center run by Georgia Power 
and dedicated to attracting and expanding bu-
sinesses in the State of Georgia. 

On September 22, the participants also took 
part in a business tour in the Atlanta Airport 
Area organized by the Atlanta Regional Com-
mission (ARC). The business tour, held jointly 
with the Hubstart International Seminar, in-
cluded visits to some of the major economic 
development sites and projects in the Airport 
Area such as the new Porsche Headquarters, 
the redevelopment of the former Fort McPher-
son military base, the City of College Park and 
the new terminals currently under construc-
tion.

The main objective of the Initiative is the publi-
cation of a Good Practice Guide on Sustainable 
Airport Areas, due in June 2017. A third wor-
kshop will be held in the beginning of 2017 to 
finalize the work achieved during the first two 
workshops.

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Guangzhou cooperates with Quito 
for post-earthquake reconstruction

After a call to the members of Metropolis made 
by the Secretariat General and the Metropolitan 
District of Quito in May, the Guangzhou Muni-
cipal People’s Government of Guangzhou has 
donated 500 thousand ¥ (around 75,000 US$) 
in aid to children, adolescents and their fami-
lies who were affected by the earthquake of 7.8 
magnitude that took place in Ecuador last 16 
April.

The support from Guangzhou was materialized 
through the facilitation of the Secretariat Gene-
ral of Metropolis and the leadership of the Me-
tropolitan District of Quito, which established 
a network of global solidarity for the recons-
truction after the earthquake. The Municipality 
of Quito has signed an interinstitutional agree-
ment with UNICEF Ecuador, so that this institu-
tion receives and channels the resources dona-
ted to the city. The funds will be used in projects 
of education, health and child care.

In his gratitude letter to Wen Guohui, Mayor of 
Guangzhou, Mauricio Rodas, Mayor of Quito, 
expressed that “through our joint membership 
in Metropolis we will receive these funds and 
you can be sure that they will be properly used 
for attending immediate needs of the children 
population of Manabi and Esmeraldas”, refe-
rring to two provinces in the coast of Ecuador 
that were mostly affected by the earthquakes.

Metropolis, as association that brings together 
metropolitan areas to improve the quality of life 
of its citizens, also prioritizes the solidarity and 
cooperation among its members, as on this oc-
casion.
